Judie Allen brought a door prize of a coffee mug from the new Meetinghouse in Plymouth and it was won by Bob Coan.  Judie, also, brought several books that she offered to our membership for a donation to our Waco Colony treasury.  

The pink candle was lit and Elder Judie Allen gave the Memorial Program for Norma Cannata.

Elder Judie Allen gave the Closing Prayer and the meeting was adjourned.
